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Reflection from the Pastor: 
 

One of the great features of human language is its flexibility.  We can 

use one word to describe a number of different situations that are clarified by 

the context.  For example, we use the verb “praise” to describe what we do 

when we express our love for God, the Blessed Virgin Mary or the saints in 

heaven.  However, it becomes clear that there are distinct differences in what 

is actually happening depending on to whom that praise is directed.  In the 

West, we’ve imported three Greek words to describe how we praise God, 

Mary and the saints.  Those words are latria, hyperdulia, and dulia.  Latria, 

or adoration, is reserved to God alone, and this is properly speaking worship.  

It is worship because we offer something in sacrifice to God, namely, the gift 

of our lives through the sacrifice of Jesus on the Cross.  Hyperdulia and dulia 

are really the same things, although hyperdulia can be described as a more 

intense form of veneration.  Veneration is an acknowledgement of the 

excellence of life that the saint has displayed and is the corresponding honor 

that is due to a great person.  We show the outward signs of veneration by 

respectfully bowing to images of Mary and the saints or through kisses or 

crossing ourselves.  This is good Catholic manners and shows our love for 

what God has accomplished in the holy lives of His saints.

Meditación del Párroco:    
Una de las grandes características del lenguaje humano es su flexibilidad. Podemos utilizar una palabra para 

describir una serie de situaciones diferentes que se aclaren por el contexto. Por ejemplo, usamos el verbo "alabar" para 

describir lo que hacemos cuando expresamos nuestro amor por Dios, la Santísima Virgen María o los santos en el cielo. Sin 

embargo, queda claro que hay diferencias distintas en lo que realmente sucede dependiendo de a quien se dirige esa 

alabanza. En el Occidente, hemos importado tres palabras griegas para describir la forma en que alabamos a Dios, a María 

Santísima y a los santos. Esas palabras son latría, hiperdulía y dulía. Latría o adoración, está reservada sólo por Dios, y 

esto es propiamente la adoración. Es adoración porque ofrecemos algo en sacrificio a Dios, es decir, el don de nuestras 

vidas a través del sacrificio de Jesús en la cruz. Hiperdulía y dulía son realmente las mismas cosas, aunque hiperdulía se 

puede describir como una forma más intensa de veneración. La veneración es un reconocimiento de la excelencia de la vida 

que el santo ha demostrado y es el honor correspondiente que se debe dar a una gran persona. Mostramos los signos 

externos de veneración inclinándose respetuosamente a las imágenes de María Santísima y de los santos o por medio de 

besos o haciendo la señal de la cruz. Se trata de las buenas costumbres católicas y demuestra nuestro amor por lo que Dios 

ha realizado en la vida de sus santos.
